 Is there anything in our lives 
more important than the Gospel? 
No, there isn’t. Being a carrier of the 
Gospel of Jesus Christ is the great-
est privilege, as well as the greatest 
responsibility. We as ministers know 
this. Each one of us has decided to 
heed the call of God, 
and to be those who 
lead and teach others 
to fulfill the Great 
Commission. 
 

 Is your manner of life wor-
thy of the Gospel?  Being carri-
ers of the Gospel is quite a task. It’s 
not just being able to share it with 
our mouths; it’s more than that. It’s 
living it out. It’s RELATIONAL. It’s 
ACTIONAL. It’s MISSIONAL. Dr. 
Warner has often said that the IMA 
is a RAM Force (Relational, Action-
al, Missional). This is exactly how 
we need to be as carriers of the 
Gospel. I’ve personally benefited 
from this RAM Force, mostly, from 
the Relational aspect. 
 

 We cannot walk alone.  We 
all need relationships. We all need 
support.

This is a principle of the local 
church. We take this Biblical princi-

ple and apply it at a pastoral level. I 
think it’s amazing. 
 

 In 2020, God called me to pastor 
a church in the city of Fredericks-
burg, TX. This was not where I lived. 
I lived in San Antonio, TX, exactly 
one hour away. This is where I was 
born and raised, serving the Lord at 
Destiny Church. 2020…what else 
can you say about that year that 
hasn’t been said already? Certainly, 
you can say that it’s not the ideal 
year to begin full-time ministry as a 
new pastor in a new city. This, how-
ever, is what us pitiful human beings 
think, with our narrow-sighted eyes. 
BUT, GOD! God’s ways are higher 
than our ways. God’s thoughts are 
higher than our thoughts. And some-
times, we, individually, need other 
brothers and sisters in ministry to be 
there to encourage and strengthen 
us, when we ourselves cannot see 
beyond the natural. 
 

 This is where people from the 
IMA stepped in. It was men like Don 
Crabtree and Tim Warner, who 
would encourage me by phone or 
text. Men like this, along with David 
Cook, Paul Mason, and Larry King,

 As Valentine’s Day approaches, I thought it might 
be helpful to write something practical for ministry 
couples.  If you are a married pastor, consider these 
seven ways to bless your wife: 

1) Remember you are her pastor.  In our zeal to 
become good pastors to the entire church, we 
may neglect being a good pastor to the one clos-
est to us.  Your wife needs you as much, if not 
more, than other members of the church.  Never 
assume she needs less spiritual ministry simply 
because she’s married to the pastor. 

2) Have a regular date night.  Regularly schedule 
an evening out together.  Your date night need not 
be expensive; just make time to be together.  Most 
members will appreciate that you have scheduled 
time together and, unless it’s an emergency, will 
resist contacting you on your date night. 

3) Be a good father.  If God has blessed you and 
your wife with children, then be sure to be there 
for them as your family's primary spiritual leader.  
Because your wife spends a great deal of time 
parenting the children, you bless her enormously 
when you share that responsibility and support her 
decisions in the presence of the children. 

4) Invite her to minister with you.  Serving to-
gether is a great way for couple to draw closer.  
Invite your wife to go with you as you make minis-
try visits.  Not only does she feel honored to serve 

with you, but mem-
bers are encouraged 
when they see a pastor and wife serving together.  
Consider the value of her presence when counsel-
ing members who may benefit from her 
knowledge and experience.  You may also think 
about leading a marriage retreat together as an-
other way to bless her by including her in ministry. 

5) Share with her what God is teaching you.  

Your wife enjoys hearing how God is working in 
your life.  Taking time to share with her what He 
has revealed to you in prayer blesses her.  You 
also honor her when you share what God has 
shown in your study of biblical passages.  Always 
remember the two of you are “heirs together of the 
grace of life” (I Peter 3:7). 

6) Pray with her.  Because she is your divinely cre-
ated helper (Gen. 2:18), your wife enjoys praying 
for you as well as praying with you.  Taking her by 
the hand and talking to God shows your love for 
her.  It also blesses her with a sense of security as 
she knows her husband is seeking God regularly 
in his efforts to provide spiritual leadership in the 
home. 

7) Worship with her.  If possible, sit with your wife 
during worship and praise God with her.  Even if 
it’s just for a few minutes before you preach, she 
will appreciate the opportunity to worship along-
side her husband.
