 There is a rich history in the 
Pentecostal/Charismatic movement 
of welcoming the Spirit-led contribu-
tions of the saints in times of corpo-
rate worship.  Whether a prophetic 
word spoken in tongues and inter-
preted, or a song of the Lord shared 
by the worship leader, these special 
contributions can add a fresh wind in 
the sails of your congregation.  

 The Apostle Paul addresses this 
topic in several areas, but the two 
points I would like to highlight are: 

1. God intends for EVERY mem-
ber of the church body to con-
tribute to its edification.   

2. Every contribution must edify. 

 

 

 

EVERY MEMBER 

 I remember the first time I led a 
worship song at youth camp.  Pastor 
Jen Slater took the time to recognize 
what God had put in me and worked 
with me to cultivate that into a gift for 
edifying the body.  A key part of my 
development was that she gave me 
a safe space to try out singing in 
prophetic song.  Over the years, I 
developed a sensitivity to the Holy 
Spirit in times of worship, and lead-
ing out in a prophetic song became 
a regular part of the contribution I 
am able to make to edify the body. 

 There are people in your church 
who have a unique contribution to 
make in your times of corporate wor-
ship, but it needs to be recognized 
first and then developed.  As Spirit-
led shepherds, we are not called to 
be the sole voice in a service, but 
rather, to lead and equip the saints 
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“From him the whole body, joined and held together by every 
supporting ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each 

part does its work.”  Ephesians 4:16, NIV

for the work of the ministry.  We 
are to activate and empower 
our people to get them to a 
place where their contribution 
joins with others to edify the 
body, as each part does its 
work. 

 
EDIFY 

 Just like the Corinthians, we 
need some guidance in how to 
appropriately handle ourselves 
when we come together.  The 
Apostle Paul summarized his 
instructions saying, “Everything 
must be done so that the 
church may be built up.” 

 This implies that some-
times, people will try to make a 
contribution that will not edify.  
Don’t let this be the reason why 
the Spirit is squeezed out of 
your services.  Rather, be the 

shepherd.  
When a sheep 
goes astray, 
bring them 
back into the 
fold.  You can redirect a service 
and get things back in line.  
You can address a disruptive 
person tersely in the moment 
and use it as a teaching oppor-
tunity after the service.  Re-
member—you are the shep-
herd and the gatekeeper.  What 
the body stands to gain from 
the contribution of every mem-
ber far outweighs the growing 
pains that it takes to mature as 
a body to reach that level. 

 Ask the Lord today to show 
you specific people in your con-
gregation who have a contribu-
tion to make, and when you 
come together, let the Holy 
Spirit lead.  You won’t be disap-
pointed! 
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 Several years ago my family 
and I were driving home from our 
day of errands just as the sun was 
setting.  We were on a small 
country road not far from our 
home.  All of a sudden I felt the 
power go out of the car and the 
engine died.  I managed to steer 
us to the side of the road with the 
last bit of momentum.  As I exam-
ined the gauges to determine the 
problem I realized that we had run 
out of gas.  A simple problem with 
detrimental effects. In that mo-
ment we had everything that we 
needed for our car to help us 
along, except the one, oil-based 
product known as gasoline.  After 
a few minutes, a nice couple 
came along and helped me get to 
the nearest gas station and back 
with enough gas to get us on our 
way.   

 Our lives are like this at times.  
Our ministries and churches can 
be like this.  We are well 
equipped.  We have all the re-
sources that we need.  We have 
our team and families right along 

side.  Yet sometimes, we are 
missing the fuel source: The Oil.  

 In the Book of Luke, Chapter 4 
Verse 18 Jesus says, “The Spirit 
of the Lord is upon Me, because 
He has anointed Me to preach the 
Gospel to the poor; He has sent 
me to heal the broken-hearted, to 
proclaim liberty to the captives 
and recovery of sight to the blind, 
to set at liberty those who are op-
pressed.”  

 Jesus’ ministry was full of mir-
acles. He healed the sick, raised 
the dead, turned water into wine 
and spoke truth that cut to the 
heart.  He did this not only be-
cause He is the Son of God, but 
because He had been anointed 
by The Holy Spirit.  He had the 
anointing oil applied to His life.  
Leviticus Chapter 8 describes for 

us in great detail how the Temple, 
the items in the Temple and the 
priests were anointed with oil.  

 In the same way, the Holy 
Spirit anointed Jesus with spiritual 
oil so that He would be empow-
ered to minister miraculously.  
You and I have this same access.  
The anointing of the Holy Spirit 
illuminates our minds to under-
stand Scripture; it consecrates us 
to live holy lives; it restores us to 
live healthy lives.  Every day we 
have the opportunity to invite the 
Holy Spirit to anoint us for miracu-
lous, power-filled lives that illumi-
nate, consecrate and restore us 
and those around us.   

 I so appreciate organizations 
like the IMA that are proponents 
of anointed, Spirit-filled ministries, 
churches and families. It’s these 
types of organizations that God is 
using today to change communi-
ties, cities and nations.  May you 
know the anointing of the Holy 
Spirit in your life every day.  
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“It’s time that we come out of  
hiding in our safe sanctuaries, 
Christian schools and Christian 

colleges and use them as  
springboards to confront  

ungodly values and anti-God  
agenda, and oppose the gates  
of hell and the devil’s strength  
and power. In Jesus’ power,

As we read Paul's let-
ter to the Ephesians we see 
glimpses of the Spirit-filled life.
